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RI Analytical Awarded Project Management Contract 
Warwick, RI (December, 2007) – R.I. Analytical Laboratories (RIAL) announced today that its Exposure Assessment and Management Group (EAM) was awarded a key contract involving oversight of the asbestos abatement projects at the Salem Harbor Power Station.
“This contract requires us to maintain a full-time, onsite presence at the Salem facility five days per week. Our work will start immediately and is to continue for a period of months,” explained Daniel Simas, EAM Division Manager. “We’ve been hired to act as project liaison between the owner of this facility and the numerous contractors engaged in the on-going asbestos abatement and related air-monitoring activities.”
The fifty-six year old boiler plant suffered a steam explosion in November, 2007. An investigation into the circumstances surrounding the failure of one of the three coal-fired boilers operating at the site was initially hampered by the presence of asbestos insulation used to insulate the boilers, as well as air-borne asbestos fibers released by the boiler explosion. 
R.I. Analytical is responsible for the oversight and management of the various asbestos abatement contractors and their subconsultants, as well as the associated routine air monitoring and asbestos-clearance work of specific project areas as the asbestos abatement progresses.
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
